I was 28 years old, and I thought I had
the world by the tail at that time. I had nev-
er prayed to the Blessed Mother before.
My attitude was, “I pray to God myself.
What do I need Her for? And the Rosary,
that silly prayer for little old ladies, what
about us engineers? We need prayers too.
Where’s the engineer prayer?”

I get up there, and I start giving Her my
attitude. The first prayer I said to the
Blessed Mother, I go, “Mary, it’s me, Guy. I’m here from Chica-
go. I tell you what, give me your best shot. I’'m going to give you
my best shot. If you win, I’ll do whatever you say, but if I win,
I’m going to defeat Medjugorje.” I don’t see Her with my eyes,
but I feel like this challenge is accepted. I meant to lift up the
rosary, and I wanted to say, “What is it with this silly thing?”
That was the first strange thing that happened. I wanted to say it,
but it was like a potato went in my mouth, and it just stopped
me. So I go, “Well, you know what I mean.” I zipped down the
mountain.

The next day was December 8th, the Feast of the Immaculate
Conception. We come out of the church, and everybody starts
seeing the miracle of the sun. I go, “Oh man, I thought the whole
week was going to go by and we were going to have nothing.” I
look up, and what happens? It burned my eyes. I go, “There’s a
logical explanation for this.” When you’re an engineer, you think
there’s a logical explanation for everything. They’re standing in
front of the church. I was in the side yard because all the cement
wasn’t there at the time. I was actually digging a hole on the side
looking for underground wires. I go, “I’m at a bad angle. There’s
a laser show, and I can’t see it. I have to go next to them.” I
walked up next to them, looked up again. Boom. Burned my
eyes again.

It was so illogical because they were all able to see it. I would
look right in their eyes. I would go, “Something has to be block-
ing the sun.” I would look up again and get burned again. I got
stuck in, “There’s a logical explanation for it.” I kept on looking.
I couldn’t stop until I got it. Finally, my eyes got so bad it was
like when a camera flashes and you get black spots. It was so
bad and so intense, I had to leave. I was really rattled. I go,
“They should be blind for as long as they’ve seen it.” All of a
sudden, I tripped on a pothole. I realized, “Great. I’'m blind.” The
black spots were so bad I could barely see. They wouldn’t go
away.

I remembered my parents and all my engineering friends
were saying, “Don’t go to Medjugorje.” They’re going to say,
“How was your trip?” And I’d say, “Hi, I’m blind.” I just ruined
my whole life. How could I have been so stupid looking at the
sun? Everybody should’ve known better. I was so mad, I started
kicking myself all the way around Medjugorje. My eyes didn’t
clear up. I change my plan. I started begging God, “Please. I’1l
do whatever you say for the rest of my life. Give me back my
sight.” I’m promising Him all these things.

I climbed Apparition Hill. I fell a few times, all full of dirt. I
was sitting down where She first appeared, and I don’t see Her
with my eyes or hear Her with my ears, but something strange
started going on in my heart. It was like She was there, and She

What blood type did Jesus have?
700 AD, Lanciano, Italy

The first recorded Eucharistic o
miracle took place in the midst of "
a storm of heresies that battered |
the Church.

One morning, as the priest
said the words of consecration
during Mass, the Host visibly
turned into flesh and the wine
was visibly transformed into
blood to be seen by the faithful
gathered. People began to cry
out for forgiveness, others
dropped to their knees and
worshiped God.

centuries pilgrims have flocked to |
the church to see the ongoing mir- |
acle.

The Pope made his way to the
church among a crowd :
of people who also
heard of the miracle.
When the Holy Father
saw the bleeding Host
and bloody corporal,
he fell to his knees in
worship. A short time
later, the Pope intro-
duced the Feast of f
Corpus Christi. To this
day, pilgrims go to the
church in Orvieto to
see the bloodstained
corporal that is kept in
a reliquary above the

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A Miraculous Light
1266 AD, Santarem, Portugal

A woman living in Santarém, Portugal |
in the 13th was distressed that her hus- |
band was unfaithful to her, and she decid-
ed to consult a sorceress for help.
The sorceress told her the price of her
services was a consecrated host. She went
to Mass at the Church of St. Stephen and
received the Eucharist on her tongue,
removed the Eucharist from her mouth, |
wrapped it in her veil, and headed to the |
door of the church. But before she got |
out, the host began to bleed.

When she got home, she put the
bloodied host in a trunk. That night, a |&~
miraculous light emanated from the =
trunk. She repented of what she had done and the next morning
confessed to her priest. Her priest came and retrieved the host
and took it back to the church.

After an investigation and approval of the miracle, the
church was renamed Church of the Holy Miracle, and the
bloodied host remains on display to this day.

Bononillo who did not share the
same belief. In fact, Bononillo
openly mocked people who be-
lieved that Jesus was truly present
under the appearances of bread
and wine. St. Anthony tried his
hardest to convince Bononillo
with the proofs of scripture and
argument, but discovered that the
man was as stubborn as a mule.

Then St. Anthony received an

inspiration. He challenged the
wealthy merchant, “If the mule

in the Eucharist, would you believe in the truth of the Blessed
Sacrament?”” Bononillo agreed, but decided to raise the stakes.
Bononillo would starve his mule for three days and then bring

it to the town square. Saint Anthony would bring the Blessed
Sacrament to that same square. The mule then would be put in
front of a pile of hay and St. Anthony would stand a few yards
away with the Blessed Sacrament. What happened next would
decide the victor.

To prepare for the event, St. Anthony fasted for three days,
and Bononillo in turn told everyone in the town. Bononillo was
convinced that the mule would think nothing of the Eucharist and
ravenously eat the pile of hay. On the day of the test, Bononillo
brought his mule and placed the hay under the mule’s nose. St.
Anthony came and stood a distance away with the Holy Eucha-
rist. Defying all odds, the mule turned his head and walked over
to Saint Anthony. When the mule was close, the animal bent his
front legs and knelt down in adoration! When Bononillo saw this
miraculous change of events, he immediately knelt down and
professed his belief in the truth of the Real Presence of Jesus in
the Eucharist.

A Heart alive
1996 AD, Buenos Aires, Argentina

On a summer evening in [
Santa Maria Church, after
Mass, a woman informed the
priest that she found a Host in a
candle holder in the back of the
church. The priest placed the
desecrated Host in a container
of water, the customary practice
which causes the Host to de-
compose after several minutes.
Father then placed the container
in the tabernacle. A few days later he opened the container and
found that the Host had turned into a bloody substance. Father
informed his local auxiliary bishop Jorge Bergoglio (the future
Pope Francis) who instructed him to have photographs taken of
the Host. The pictures reveal a piece of bloody flesh that had
grown larger than the Host. The Host was returned to the taber-
nacle where it remained and was kept in secrecy. Three years
later, Cardinal Bergoglio asked to have the flesh scientifically
analyzed, and he sent a representative to New York with a sam-
ple of the bloody substance for testing.

A team of five scientists was assembled to conduct tests on
the substance. They were not told of the origin of the substance
and a leading cardiologist and forensic pathologist, Dr. Frederic
Zugiba, testified that the substance was human flesh and blood
and was a fragment of heart muscle. The specimen of blood was
found to be blood type AB+, the same type found on the Shroud
of Turin and in the miracle of Lanciano. The substance contained
a high amount of white blood cells, proving that the heart was
alive when the sample was taken, because white blood cells re-
quire a living organism to be sustained. Dr. Zugiba also reported
that the white blood cells had penetrated the tissue revealing that
the heart was under severe stress and the person had been beaten
in the chest, indicating that a violent crime had taken place...

The "Padre Pio" of Naples

When an immense figure of holiness appears in the Church, it
would be a great pity to ignore him. That would be like depriv-
ing the thirsty of a gushing source of water. When Padre Pio
already had a solid reputation as a wonderworker, many people
from Naples would come to him at San Giovanni Rotondo, hop-
ing to receive from him a light for their life, a miracle, a heal-
ing... But Padre Pio dismissed them saying: “You have a saint in
Naples, Don Dolindo, what are you doing here?!”

By devouring the book, “Jesus, You Take Over”, 1 found a
treasure trove of wisdom that our society so badly needs to heal
the misery that is gnawing at it. We also need to heal many other
evils caused by the darkness of consciences and the damage of
relativism. Saint Faustina had already highlighted these realities
through her famous Diary, but Don Dolindo Ruotolo, in a differ-
ent way, exceeds all expectations.

Because he was able to read people’s souls, and loved Christ
above all else, he suffered to see that the dose of happiness and
peace that Jesus has for each soul, is received by very few of
them, because of ignorance, unawareness or lack of spiritual
direction. Above all, he rose up against all the agitation and the
propensity that modern man has to control everything, as if he
were an orphan with no father.

Allow me to quote here some
key points from the words that
Don Dolindo received in prayer
from Jesus:

“In pain, you pray for Me to
take action, but for Me to do
what you want Me to do... You
are not turning to Me, you
simply want Me to adjust to
your ideas. You are just crip-
ples asking the doctor for care,
but suggest that care to the doc-
tor. Do not do this! Instead,
pray as I have taught you,
the Lord’s Prayer: "Hallowed
by thy name," that is, glorified
in my necessity. "Thy King-
dom come," - may everything
work together for Your King-
dom within ourselves and in
the world. "Thy Will be done," |
in other words, "YOU TAKE
OVER.”

“If you really say to Me, 'Thy will be done,' which is similar
to 'YOU TAKE OVER,' I intervene through My Almightiness
and resolve the most difficult situations.”

“What goes against surrender is worry and agita-
tion, wanting to think about the consequences of a fact... Oh,
how I desire this surrender from you to fulfill you, and how I
grieve to see you agitated! This is what Satan really wants: to
get you agitated so as to remove you from My action, and to
make you the prey of human initiatives. Trust in Me alone, rest
in Me, surrender to Me in everything. I work miracles accord-
ing to full surrender to Me and lack of concern for yourselves. I
pour out treasures of graces when you are in total poverty.
Trust in Me. Turn your mind away from yourself. Do this
whenever you need to. Do this, and you will see great, continu-
al and silent miracles. I swear this to you by My love, I will
remember this, I assure you. Pray always with this abandon-
ment, and you will reap great peace and much fruit...”

“Close your eyes and say with all your soul, 'YOU TAKE
OVER.' Fear not, I will do it. A thousand prayers are not worth
a single act of confident surrender. Remember that. There is no
Novena more effective than this: "O Jesus, I surrender myself
to You! You take over!”

I thought that these words could help us during Lent, so that
we may reach Easter totally transformed, joyful and peaceful.
Yes, let’s truly welcome the Risen One, our dear Savior who is
waiting for us to completely surrender to Him so that He can
fill us with His peace!
